	Literacy (including reading, writing, talking and listening) By the end of Term One, most children will be able to:

· Read aloud fluently and with expression
· Learn the common and tricky words 
· Show understanding of what has been read through discussion
· Identify and discuss the main characters in a story
· Use knowledge of phonics and spelling patterns to write independently
· Use capital letters, full stops,  question marks and exclamation marks consistently and appropriately during writing

	Numeracy and Mathematics   
By the end of Term One, most children will be able to:
· Identify place value - Hundreds, Tens and Ones
· Recall addition and subtraction facts to 20

· Develop new strategies to solve addition problems up to 100

· Work confidently with o’clock, half past, quarter past and quarter to

· work with both digital and analogue time

· work out simple time durations

	Health and Wellbeing
By the end of Term One, most children will be able to:
· Contribute through discussion to our class charter
· Participate in ‘It’s good to be green’ behaviour system
· Demonstrate ‘Together Time’ strategies – Honesty, What does it mean to be fair? Being responsible, Listening to others and valuing their opinions, Kindness and Supporting others 
· Develop an awareness of how people with disabilities participate in physical education
